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APPLYING FOR A NURSERY PLACE FROM APRIL ’20 

Community nurseries will start receiving application forms.  If you would like your pre-school children 

to have a place at a nursery from April ’20, follow the steps shown below.  (Further applications are not 

necessary if your child(ren) has (have) already attended a certain nursery, which will later give you a letter 

about the procedure for the renewal.) 

1.  Obtain an application form, available from October 15 to October 31 (except Sundays and public 

holiday) at a nursery or to November 29 (except Saturdays, Sundays, and public holiday) at Hoiku-ka of 

the city hall.  This is not on a firtst-come-and-first-served basis.  

2.  Fill out the form and come to your preferred nursery with your children to submit the form on the 

specific date.  (See the list below.)  Please note that the reception for the application opens from 9 

a.m. till noon only.  OR you may hand in the form to Hoiku-ka (Child Section) on November 28 and 29 

(between 9 a.m. and 4 p.m.) or December 1 (between 9 a.m. and noon).

SUBSIDY FOR CHILDREN ATTENDING PRIVATE HIGH SCHOOL 

   Konan City will offer a subsidy to parents or guardians if their child(ren) go(es) to a private high school 

(including senior high education of combined junior-senior high school / of special-needs school, college of 

technology (up to the 3rd year), and special training school. 

   You are eligible to receive the subsidy if you, living in Konan, have a child who goes to a private high 

school as of October 1, 2019 AND meet one of the following conditions:  

A-Your household is on welfare.  B- Your household is exempt from the income-based levy of local tax.

   The Health center sends a vaccination card to each child at a proper time for each vaccination.  Try to take the vaccination shot, with 

the card and your maternity passbook, as soon as possible after you receive it.  Come to the health center with your maternity passbook 

if you haven’t had a card due to your move-in to Konan City or you have lost the card. 

<Vaccinations for Babies and Toddlers> DPT-IPV (Diphtheria, Pertussis & Tetanus + Inactivated Polio Vaccine), Polio, MR (Measles & 

Rubella), JE (Japanese Encephalitis), Hib, Infant Pneumococcus, Chicken Pox 

<Vaccinations for School-age Children> DT (Diphtheria & Tetanus), JE (Japanese Encephalitis) *(special conditions apply) 

 ☆Human Papilloma virus vaccination (against cervical cancer) is not strongly recommended at the moment.  If you want your child to 

take it but don’t have a vaccination card for it, come to the center with your maternity passbook to receive one. 

＊Contact the Health Center if your children have finished Polio vaccination but not completed DPT vaccinations. 

＊Vaccinations can be received at a designated clinic not only in Konan City but also in Inuyama City, Oguchi Town, or Fuso Town. (Prior 

appointments are strictly required.) 

＊Vaccinations could be received in the other city in Aichi Prefecture although conditions apply. (e.g. the children’s home doctor is not in 

Konan, or the babies and their mother have stayed in her home town for a delivery.  Come to the Health Center in advance to arrange the 

vaccinations out of Konan City. 

＊The children to take a vaccination should come with their parent / guardian who know their daily health condition well.  A letter of proxy 

from their parent / guardian is required if the other person should come with them.  Letter forms are available at the Health Center or 

downloadable in the city website. （ http://www.city.konan.lg.jp/kenkouesei/hoken_center/tyusya/inindoui.pdf ） 

＊Contact the Health Center if you want vaccination cards  / information sheets for vaccinations translated in Portuguese, English, 

Chinese, or Spanish.
